· Why I’m taking you with me: I’m taking you with me because the future history of Hita depends on you.  I’m not taking you with me for my sake; it’d be easier for me to leave you home.  And I’m not taking you to Hita for your sake;  this is not a vacation and it’d be a lot easier for you to stay here.  I’m taking you to Hita to give Jesus the glory he deserves.

· Serve your family and serve this team—If your homestay parents are awake and working, you should be, too.  BE DILLIGENT!

·  Mark 10:43-44 Instead, whoever wants to become great among you must be your servant,  and whoever wants to be first must be slave of all.  For even the Son of Man did not come to be served, but to serve, and to give his life as a ransom for many.
· Philippians 2:3-4 Do nothing out of selfish ambition or vain conceit, but in humility consider others better than yourselves.  Each of you should look not only to your own interests, but also to the interests of others. 
· Helping Ruth:  Please help my wife with my kids.  This trip will be harder on her than any of us.  

· No Complaining:  Do everything without complaining or arguing.  If you catch me complaining about anything I’ll buy you a box of donuts!  You will eat what they serve you, sit seiza till it hurts, be too hot, be too cold, be sick, be hungry, be irritated at me and the rest of the team, worn out, exhausted, and confused, tired and irritable.  When you feel this way, look to Jesus and get up and wash the dishes or clean the toilet.  This is not a time to sleep.  You can sleep when you get back to the US.  Be like Tim-kun who took cold showers for 4 weeks before he found out there was hot water but never complained.  Be Samurai.

· No extras:  Don’t bring a computer, an ipod, movies, unrelated books.  Please don’t plan to spend time on the computer or watching movies or TV.  You’ve only got 6 weeks to make an impact, and every moment counts.  

· Meetings: Please be at all our Monday meetings before we go, and be at our meeting times in Hita.

· Time with Homestay family—When you come home exhausted at the end of the day, please don’t forget to serve your homestay families.  Please spend plenty of time with them.  But remember: you don’t sit down until they do.  You are there to serve them.
· Colossians 3:17 And whatever you do, whether in word or deed, do it all in the name of the Lord Jesus, giving thanks to God the Father through him. 

· Colossians 3:23 Whatever you do, work at it with all your heart, as working for the Lord, not for men.
· Heb 12:1-3 Therefore, since we are surrounded by such a great cloud of witnesses, let us throw off everything that hinders and the sin that so easily entangles, and let us run with perseverance the race marked out for us.  Let us fix our eyes on Jesus, the author and perfecter of our faith, who for the joy set before him endured the cross, scorning its shame, and sat down at the right hand of the throne of God.  Consider him who endured such opposition from sinful men, so that you will not grow weary and lose heart. 
· Personal Time with Jesus: I expect that you spend time with Jesus every day between now and August 5.

· Purity: There is no room for hidden sin. What contaminates you, contaminates our team.  Think about the sin of Achan in Joshua 7.
